= Reminder: The contestant narration for the fashion show awards ceremony has been changed to
name, parents, county, and one thing the contestant enjoys about 4-H (less than 30 words). There
will be a place on 4-H Connect that can be completed at registration. Narratives will be copied from
4-H Connect, printed and placed in the County Entry Folder.

= One top scoring individual in each of the two natural fiber categories (cotton and
wool/mohair/alpaca) will advance to the Texas 4-H Natural Fiber Competition regardless of his or
her placing in the fashion show divisions/categories. ONE cotton participant will advance, and ONE
wool/mohair/alpaca participant will advance.

= County Entry Folders are due to the District Office by 9:00 am on Monday, April 8th

= Educational Exhibits/Displays/Demonstrations that relate to Clothing, Textiles and/or Fiber can be
set up by any 4-H member during the District Fashion Show. Each Exhibitor must provide a table or
easel and all exhibits must be taken down by 7:00 pm. Exhibit applications must be submitted by
9:00 am on Monday, April 8th.
